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In the introduction the authors say:
The world is changing at a rapid pace and it is hard for educators to even imagine what kind of skills and competences their learners will need 10, 20, 30 or even 50 years from now. What is clear, however, is that traditional academic subjects alone will not be enough. Many curricula across the globe already include some form of life skills education. It has increasingly become the norm that many educators are expected to integrate the teaching of these skills into their subject teaching. Yet, the support and training educators receive varies widely. This is where we hope our Position Paper can help ELT teachers, in particular, to reflect on and find ways to teach global skills alongside their language aims in sustainable ways.
After having examined many diverse frameworks for global skills, we have distilled them into five clusters. These are:
· Communication and collaboration
· Creativity and critical thinking
· Intercultural competence and citizenship
· Emotional self-regulation and wellbeing
· Digital literacies

The categories reflect the 21st century skills   - not just the 4Cs
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but the broader description represented by this diagram
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The areas we can cover in class are for example:
· comparing different media sources for critical thinking

· creating digital reports to be shared with classmates and based on online research

· asking open-ended questions which promote creativity, critical thinking and interaction with the text

· encouraging project work which goes beyond the class and reaches out to local communities and addresses burning local issues


· starting small which means run short activities and over time let them take more time and more insight

· using available published resources to start you off, for example

How this activity supports learning

The ability to empathize with others and
appreciate different perspectivesis crucial for
effective and sensitive communication and
collaboration. It is also at the heart of tolerance
and respect for diversity. In this activity, students
imagine that they are standing in the shoes of
another person - real, hypothetical, or fictional.
Itis designed to help students become more aware
of perspectives that might differ from theirs and the
factors that may shape those perspectives.

Classroom instructions

The activity is best carried out n relation to a specific
event or situation. For example:

® Afterwatching a scene from a film or reading an
extract from a book, students could complete the
activity for one of the characters and then compare
theirideas.

® Asafollow-up to an activity relating to a social issue or
an event from history, students could imagine they are
ahypothetical person affected by that issue or event
