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inadequately true statements, e.g. MIGHT, COULD, MAY (e.g.
endanger freedom of speech)

NOMINAL RELATIVE: According to POPULAR ENGLISH
Supporters, any claim falsely employed by wannabe Brits in an
attempt to justify illegal residence.

NUMBER: The comparative form of ‘numb'. Often used in
connection with POPULIST ENGLISH speakers to express the
decline in their ability to feel or think clearly.

OBJECT: 4 person that is naturally different to POPULIST
ENGLISH supporters and will thus never be accepted.

PARATAXIS: In POPULIST ENGLISH, this concept refers
to vehicles hired by the Government at great expense to achieve
unwanted juxtaposition near Houses in Multiple Occupancy.
PARTICLES: The name used by the higher echelons of
POPULIST ENGLISH speakers to refer to their grassroot
supporters.

PASSIVE VOICE: 4 verb form mainly used at party
conferences when the FIRsT PErsoN is speechifying (cf. ACTIVE
Vorce).

POST-MODIFICATION: The language strategy used to

modify the POPULIST ENGLISH "CONTRACT” when supporters
realise they cannot fulfill their impossible pre-election promises
(cf. '4BSTRACT NOUNS') , e.g. in East Kent.

PROGRESSIVE: an adjective used by POPULIST ENGLISH
Speakers to describe true Brits who support and promote the
progress of OBJECTS (cf. above) to other warmer continents.
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SUBJECT: A person recognised as a natural and legitimate
speaker of POPULIST ENGLISH (cf. also OBTECT).

SUBJUNCTIVE MOOD: 4 linguistic device used to
express hypothesis or non-factuality. Typical subjunctive mood
sentences in POPULIST ENGLISH can be found on populist
websites, e.g. ‘Standing as a candidate is the best way to be part
of the change this country needs. No prior political experience is
necessary (sic?)".

TRANS: Al grammatical forms and words containing this
prefix are per se banned from POPULIST ENGLISH.

VOCATIVES: adopted from Latin grammar as the
grammatically most appropriate form of greeting members of the
PoPULIST ENGLISH leadership, e.g. "0 Nigell”. PopuLIsT EN6LISH has
also introduced a NEGATIVE VOCATIVE form, e.g. (N)o Boatsl, (N)o
migrants! to underline their unconditional support regarding the
sovereignty of national borders and negative borderline decisions.

ZERO ARTICLE: 4 strategy used in the POPULIST
ENGLISH CONTRACT (aka Manifesto) to avoid any commitments
to solve problems they themselves have caused and for which they
criticize the government for not solving.

ZERO AUXILIARY: The strategy of not giving help to
those in need (especially in borderline contexts).
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ALTERNATIVE FORMS OF DISCOURSE
POPULIST ENGLISH ON THE RISE!

THE freedom that most people living in democratic western European
Countries towards the end of the 20 Century/beginning of the 21°
Century has produced a number of social changes that some people
might generously describe as populist: others less generous tend to use
words like radical, extremist or far-right.

Linguists have now discovered that these narrow-minded groups are
developing their own sociolects. We at TESTING TIMES are pleased,
nay happy, nay honoured, nay humbled, nay thrilled, nay excited to
publish the first results (cf. below) of their research into the
fundamental features of one such vernacular: POPULIST ENGLISH.

And as a further development designed to increase the status of this
new form of English, the creators are rumoured to be considering joining
the German organisation AfD - ALTERNATIVE FORMS OF DISCOURSE.

A FARRAGO(!) OF POPULTST ENGLISH TERMS

ABSTRACT NOUNS: The type of noun used in POPULIST
ENGLISH texts in order to attract and fool voters by avoiding
concrete promises in election campaigns.

ACCUSATIVES: The language form used in POPULIST

ENGLISH when referring to any government, council or ruling body
that is not composed of members of POPULIST ENGLISH parties.
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ACTIVE VOICE: A verb form normally used by POPULIST
ENGLISH speaking demonstrators outside hotels commissioned by
the Home Office for HMO (Housing in Multiple Occupancy)
purposes. (cf. PASSIVE VOICE)

ALLOPHONE: Pronounced ‘allo Phoney’, the standard form of
POPULIST ENGLISH greeting on encountering migrants.

ANTICIPATORY OBJECT: The POPULIST ENGLISH way
of expressing their expectation that they will be taking over the
Conservative Party before the next election.

AVOIDANCE STRATEGIES: Tactical measures used by
supporters of POPULIST ENGLISH to make testing TRUE/FALSE
questions difficult to evaluate, such as

# Inviting supporters to communicate online (i.e. pay membership fees
and sponsorship donations in cryptocurrency) to avoid transparency

# Organising themselves as a Private Limited Company to empower and
hide the identity of mega-rich offshore shareholders in order to avoid
the principle of OMOV (One Person One Vote) normally used by parties
when deciding on rules.

# Leaving the jurisdiction of the European Convention on Human Rights.
to avoid supervision and control.

# Cosying up to Trump and Elon Musk to avoid physical presence in their
constituency and voting in the House of Commons.

BANTER: The POPULIST ENGLISH phrase used to tone down
and make light of indiscriminate discriminatory insults.

BARE INFINITIVE: A POPULIST ENGLISH verb form used
to express in a seemingly neutral way their ridiculous and simplistic
political demands without offering any concrete solutions or
suggesting ways of financing the cost.
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CASES: Just as various languages use a number of abessives,
antessives and postessives, POPULIST ENGLISH makes copious
use of aggressives, obsessives, possessives and repressives.
CLEFT SENTENCE: 4 sentence form banned in POPULIST
ENGLISH due to the socialist intrusion (i.e. LEFT) into its name
Similarly, SEMI-CLEFT SENTENCES are excluded to prevent centrist
interference.

COLLECTIVE NOUNS: Nouns used by POPULIST ENGLISH
speakers to avoid human reference, e.g. STOP THE BOATS!

CONDITIONAL: POPULIST ENGLISH tends to prefer the
negative conditional form, exemplified by the UNCONDITIONAL
veto of alien phrases such as Faux amis, and the
UNCONDITIONAL refusal to remain within the jurisdiction of the
ECHR.

CONSTRUCT: The POPULIST ENGLISH practice of illegally

collecting more election campaign funds than provided for, as
claimed to have been the case in certain parts of Essex.

CONSTRUE: To con unsuspecting voters into believing that
fake news claims made by POPULIST ENGLISH speakers are true.

DECLINE: 1n POPULIST ENGLISH the use of negative forms
in sentences about OBJECTS (cf below), who in the unchallenged
view of the FIasT Person do not deserve success in border-line
decisions. Hence the slogan: "Take the 6RANT out of immiGRANTI”
DEFECTIVE VERBS: Verbs never used in the Indicative
Mood by POPULIST ENGLISH speakers, e.g. ‘to grant (asylum’.
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DEMONSTRATIVES: Pronouns and other forms of

determiners used by POPULIST ENGLISH supporters outside
HMOs for protest purposes, e.g. THOSE ...... (expletive deleted).

DIRECT SPEECH: The form of language used by POPULIST
ENGLISH supporters in demonstrations outside hotels and camps,
as opposed to INDIRECT SPEECH, the type of milder language used
in their press conferences after the event.

ELLIPSIS: v POPULIST ENGLISH, ellipsis is the deliberate
omission of words from an utterance in order to promote
misunderstandings or vagueness. Examples include
BRITAIN IS BROKEN (due to increasingly far-right policies)
BRITAIN NEEDS REFORM (UK like a hole in the head)

EXPLETIVES: Taboo words deliberately used by POPULIST
ENGLISH supporters to address and motivate PARTICLES (cf.
below). Such expressions can be found in the form of nouns, verbs,
adjectives, adverbs and intensifiers.

FAR: derived from the unfortunate collocation with the word
AGE, this is the standard prefix used in POPULIST ENGLISH to
intensify the meaning of an utterance (cf. INTENSIFIERS below).
FAR can also be nominalised to group ideas together to express
disagreement, e.g. ‘a farrago of activities will inevitably confuse’
or ‘an absolute farrago of nonsense’, and ‘a farrago of prejudice’
(cf. Hansard Archives).

FIRST PERSON, aka THE SPECIAL ONE: He who
goes unchallenged among POPULIST ENGLISH supporters, and

prescribes the farrago of activities and 'values' that the PARTICLES
(cf. below) are expected to believe in and disseminate.
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FIXED COLLOCATION: Words which are always found

together in POPULIST ENGLISH utterances, e.g. ILLEGAL and
MIGRATION, INVASION and REFUGEES.

GENDER: POPULIST ENGLISH only recognizes two genders,

one of which is in itself considered inherently inferior and only
tolerated as a reliable method of producing new young members.

IMPLICATURE: A regularly used ploy by POPULIST
ENGLISH leaders to suggest to PARTIGLES (cf. below) and potential
PARTIGES (not yet paid-up members) that the alleged truths
Spread by the POPULIST ENGLISH elite are withheld from the
general public, e.g. 'Ts the truth being held from us?" July 2024.

TINALIENABLE NOUNS: ny noun that refers to people
who are permanently and undisputedly British (i.e. members of
the PoPULIST ENGLISH community).

INTENSIFIERS: A lexical category in used to enhance
and give additional emotional context. In such cases POPULIST
ENGLISH often uses the word FAR, e.g. ‘Far from the truth',
‘wouldn't trust him as FAR as I could throw him'.

LANGUAGE GAP: The hiatus between brain and mouth
regularly revealed in utterances produced by POPULIST ENGLISH
supporters.

MISSPELLINGS: POPULIST ENGLISH tolerates and even
promotes misspellings in critical words, e.g. llove’ and ‘loathe’.

MODALITY: A frequently used POPULIST ENGLISH
Vagueness strategy to circumvent legal repercussions for
