LLMs (and artificial neural networks in Shortcuts
general) use statistical algorithms to WP:AIWTW
guess (infer) what should come next WP:AI-ISM
based on a large corpus of training material. It thus
tends to regress to the mean; that is, the result tends
toward the most statistically likely result that applies
to the widest variety of cases. It can simultaneously
be a strength and a "tell" for detecting Al-generated
content.

For example, LLMs are usually trained on data from
the internet in which famous people are generally
described with positive, important-sounding
language. It will thus sand down specific, unusual,
nuanced facts (which are statistically rare) and
replace them with more generic, positive descriptions
(which are statistically common). Thus the specific
detail "invented a train-coupling device" might
become "a revolutionary titan of industry." LLMs tend
to smooth out unusual details and drift toward the
most common, statistically probable way of
describing a topic. It is like shouting louder and
louder that a portrait shows a uniquely important
person, while the portrait itself is fading from a sharp
photograph into a blurry, generic sketch. The subject
becomes simultaneously less specific and more
exaggerated.?]
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
