As a consequence of the political debate in the United Kingdom around the question of BREXIT, in particular, a no-deal BREXIT, normal everyday words and phrases are surreptitiously being given new meanings to fit in with the covert intentions of politicians wishing to impose their own plans on the nation for possible personal gain.

To Prorogue
1. To choose one’s cabinet on the principle of deviousness.  Origin: ‘pro’ = in favour of, ‘rogue’= a dishonest, cheating person.

2. To base all political actions on the principle of one’s own advancement including being economical with the truth, U turns, glib self-serving talk, etc. Cf: Alice in Wonderland: “The more there is of mine, the less there is of yours”.
Royal Ass-ent
A long outdated system whereby the Queen is encouraged by convention and the non-elected members of the Privy Council to renounce her own intelligence, good sense. opinions and sense of duty towards her subjects, and automatically give approval to any foolhardy anti-democratic advice given to her by a Prime Minister who thinks through the rear end of his anatomy. Cf. Alice in Wonderland: “Well that was the silliest tea party I ever went to!’
Democrat
A person who by virtue of vested interests believes it is completely democratic to elect a new Prime Minister exclusively on the basis of the votes cast by a majority of the membership of the Conservative Party. 
Origin: The new PM received only 91,153 votes (= 66.4% of votes cast but only around 57% of all party members). Accordingly, given that the UK has an electorate of around 45 million voters, the new PM clearly has an over-whelming mandate to rule the country (91,153 ÷ 45,000,000 = 002% (!) of the electorate).
(Cf. Alice in Wonderland: “I’m not strange, weird, off, nor crazy, my reality is just different from yours.”)
Non-democrat
A person who feels the country is being forced to fall ‘into a rabbit-hole’ (cf. Alice in Wonderland) and so fails to accept that in a referendum on an issue of vital importance to the well-being and future status of the whole nation (i.e. not only the over-60s, but also the under-25s) a narrow margin of 51.9% to 48.1% is conclusive evidence of an overwhelmingly democratic expression of opinion not requiring a second confirmatory vote, even though the actual terms of a BREXIT Agreement were completely unknown at the time. Cf. Alice in Wonderland: “In that direction,” the Cat said, waving its right paw round, “lives a Hatter: and in that direction,” waving the other paw, “lives a March Hare. Visit either you like: they’re both mad.” 
Smog
The use of cloudy language from the Middle Ages to befog potential opposition to BREXIT for one’s own personal and political gain (cf. Jacob Ree-Smog). Cf. Alice in Wonderland: “Speak English!' said the Eaglet. 'I don't know the meaning of half those long words, and I don't believe you do either!”
No-deal BREXIT
My-deal BREXIT! (cf. Alice in Wonderland ‘down the rabbit-hole’.)
Manifesto
A document intended to deceive by making promises that have manifestly zero chance of being fulfilled. Often found in connection with the ‘no-deal BREXIT’ Cf. Alice in Wonderland: “The rule is, jam tomorrow and jam yesterday – but never jam today.”
Gerrymander
A Labour Party opposition leader who fails to clarify his stance on BREXIT by meandering on every possible occasion thus contributing to the non-prevention of a no-deal BREXIT. Origin: Jeremy and me-ander = Jerry-meander.
Backstop 
A policy that automatically leads to the result it is intended to prevent. Origin: To refuse to accept a backstop and to promote a no-deal BREXIT which itself will then automatically lead to the hard Irish border it is designed to prevent. Cf. Alice in Wonderland: ‘Nothing would be what it is, because everything would be what it isn't. And contrary wise, what is, it wouldn't be. And what it wouldn't be, it would. You see?” or   “We are all mad here.”

Referendum
A tool for cowardly Prime Ministers reluctant to make their own decisions on important issues concerning the future of their country. Often accompanied by deliberate policies on education cuts affecting the quality of teaching  and leading to insufficient understanding of the potential consequences and dangerous outcomes of a referendum (Cf. Alice in Wonderland: ‘That’s the reason they’re called lessons, because they lesson from day to day.”)
To cumm
To create fear among members of the cabinet by sacking aides without proof and or consultation with the minister concerned in order to instil discipline and/or to force ministers to change their minds on BREXIT. Origin: Cummings, BJ’s personal advisor. (Cf. Alice in Wonderland: “Off with their heads!” and “It is better to be feared than loved.”)
Promise
The BJ version of compromise. Cf. Alice in Wonderland: “If you drink much from a bottle marked 'poison' it is certain to disagree with you sooner or later.”

Constitution
Due to confusion over the pros and cons of BREXIT, BJ and the no-deal BREXITeers have shifted parliamentary procedures away from the CONstitution towards PROstitution, i.e. with the extended Prorogation of Parliament traditional democratic procedures are being prostituted. Dirty-tricks BREXIT. Cf. Alice in Wonderland: “Then you should say what you mean,” the March Hare went on. “I do,” Alice hastily replied; “at least — at least I mean what I say — that's the same thing, you know.” “Not the same thing a bit!” said the Hatter. “You might just as well say that "I see what I eat" is the same thing as "I eat what I see"!”
Early Elections
The undemocratic use of a democratic procedure to blackmail MPs into submission. Cf. Alice in Wonderland: “When I used to read fairy tales, I fancied that kind of thing never happened, and now here I am in the middle of one!”
